                   County in Kentucky!!

   Shelby County Humane Society’s No Kill Mission in partnership with the 
Shelby County Animal Shelter has made No Kill a reality in Kentucky!  
   Kelly Jedlicki and James Collins believed a No Kill County was possible 
in spite of all the naysayers.  On May 27th of 2009, Shelby County became 
the first No Kill County in Kentucky!  What that means is every healthy 
animal, every animal that could be brought back to health or rehabilitated 
other than dogs deemed vicious and a threat to the public and 8 feral cats 
that could not be placed on farms left their shelter alive!  Through  above 
and beyond efforts of animal control officer James Collins and staff and 
Kelly Jedlicki, Coordinator of the No Kill Mission for Shelby County 
Humane Society and Humane Society staff they achieved the goal. 
   Following Nathan Winograd’s blueprint for No-Kill in his book 
Redemption, the two talked to Rusty Newton, the acting Director of the 
SCAS and Barb Zekausky, Director of Shelby County Humane Society 
about plans to begin funding the effort with donations.  Everybody was on 
board for this endeavor.  Woodstock Animal Foundation joined the efforts 
and took sick puppies that needed extra care.  They continued to perform 
many spays and neuters and helped medicate sick animals at the shelter. 
In response to pleas for donations for medical care, generous donations 
from people throughout the US made it possible to treat sick and injured 
animals.  
    Dr. Gregory, Dr. Pollett and Dr Bishop performed several hundred 
spays and neuters.  In addition, these dedicated vets provided medical  
care to all the injured and sick animals at Animal Control/Shelter.  
    The staff at both Shelby County Humane Society and Shelby County 
Animal Shelter took on extra duties to ensure that all adoptable animals 
received the medical attention they required and that forever homes were 
found.  There were many supporters that  donated food , supplies and 
money.  No kill rescues from all over the country took animals.  Volunteers 
transported animals as far as Oregon, Minnesota, Texas and Maine.  
    New adoption programs were implemented at SCAS and Operation 
Catsnip, a feral trap/neuter and release program started up in January.  
“The time for No Kill has come; this is what the animal lovers in the US 
want” said Kelly Jedlicki. 
Quoting Nathan Winograd on the No Kill Advocacy web site, “If every 
animal shelter in the United States embraced the No Kill philosophy and 
the programs and services that make it a reality, we would save nearly 
four million dogs and cats who are scheduled to die in shelters this year, 
and the year after that. It is not an impossible dream.” 
   We believed and made it happen - now let’s NOT STOP!!  Keep Shelby 
County a No-Kill County!!!!

What is the No-Kill Mission all about?

  The most recent No Kill Movement started with Rich Avanzino, 
President of the Maddie’s Fund who presides over the $300 
million endowment focused on making the US a No Kill Nation, is 
the father of the No Kill Movement in the US.  He began the 
movement in 1976 as President of the San Francisco SPCA 
through 1999.  Avanzino began his program with an adoption 
guarantee for every healthy dog or cat coming into his 
organization.  He created models for behavior, feral cat and 
spay/neuter programs that are now followed by organizations 
scattered across the US. 
  Nathan Winograd, a Stanford University Law School graduate, 
worked with Avanzino in San Francisco and created his version of 
a model of the No Kill Formula, taking it to and implementing it in 
Tompkins’ County, New York.  He now runs the No Kill Advocacy 
Center (www.Nokilladvocacycenter.org), teaching others how to 
become No Kill Counties.  
   Nathan used the following analogy at the May No-Kill 
conference in DC:  You are in a hospital dying.  Your doctor 
comes in and says: We can give you a modern treatment that has 
worked every time it has been given so long as you follow the 
prescription or we can give you a treatment that was developed in 
the 19th century and never has had success but is very popular.  
Which one do you choose? Trying to achieve a new end with an 
existing model that has never worked doesn’t make sense. 
   Kelly Jedlicki, Barbara Zekausky and Nancy Guilliom of the 
Shelby County Humane Society just returned from the conference 
in Washington DC given by the No Kill Advocacy Center featuring 
Rich Avanzino and Nathan Winograd.  At this conference, Shelby 
County was mentioned in the opening presentation as recently 
achieving No-Kill status.  The three Shelby County attendees also 
had the privilege of meeting and discussing future plans and 
programs for Shelby County with Nathan Winograd and Richard 
Avanzino.
