To enroll in

the Canine Good Citizen class your dog will need to know some basic commands. To learn the ba-

sic commands of: sit, down, stay and how to walk on a leash you can enroll in SuperDog | class. Su-
perDog | class is offered monthly and is a 6 week class for $85.The Canine Good Citizen class

will be offered again in the fall so you have plenty of time to teach your dog these commands. Con-

sider becoming a member of SuperDog for the summer. You can bring your dog to play and train

anytime with membership, and your dog will have a great time!
