Clinic Nears Completion! 
  
   This has been an exciting four months as we have built our dream clinic on Hudson Boulevard.  I would like to say 
thank  you to all of our major donors, Mary Gaylord McClean, John Scheidt, Phillipa Sledge and the Johnston’s, as well as, 
everyone who contributed to the funds necessary to make this happen.  We owe a special thanks to Bob Burry, the archi-
tect and project manager that brought it all together in just four months, his tenacity and attention to detail have pro-
duced a building we can be proud of.    
   Carpet Distributors Inc. is in the process of installing the (donated)seam welded floors in the clinic and we have already 

accomplished a preliminary move of supplies, as well as most furnishings, to the basement level with the help of some 
great volunteers.  The job of organizing and putting away all of the supplies will begin this week and our hope is to have 
our soft opening sometime in May.  
   So far kitten season has come in like a lamb at the Humane Society which is good considering our large population of 
adult cats.  We are desperately in need of foster care to take kittens when they do come to the shelter.  We need a germ 
free environment where the kittens can grow and develop strong immune systems before being spayed/neutered and 
sent to the store.  So if you  haven’t had a kitten in a while, foster one, two, or three for SCHS and then let them go.  It is 
lots of fun and it will save their lives.  Do a good thing and help.  We promise to pull them out of your home and send 

them to the store for adoption by the time they are twelve weeks old.   
   We are also looking for foster care for dogs and puppies.  This is critical to the mission of keeping Shelby County No 
Kill.  Shelby County Humane Society will always be no kill because we are independently operated by a board of direc-

tors but our county government run animal shelter struggles daily trying to keep from having to euthanize animals.  The 
humane society can’t pull dogs and puppies from our county shelter unless we have people willing to foster those pups 
and dogs until they are adopted.  We try to be very selective in picking animals to come into our program so our foster’s 
won’t be “stuck” with animals.  Please consider fostering for us.  If you are interested in fostering and you live in Shelby 
County call Barb at 502-461-0893 or 502-321-2678 we will get you lined up with a foster puppy or dog coming from the 
Shelby County Animal Shelter into our adoption program at the Shelby County Humane Society.  You do have to fill out 
an application and allow us to see where you intend to keep the dog or pup to make sure it is a safe and positive envi-
ronment but we are reasonable.  Save a life and keep Shelby County Animal Shelter a No Kill Facility.

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Shelby County Humane Society Foster Class completed the 6 weeks basic obedience class,SuperDog I, at SuperDog 
Sports Center in Simpsonville.    The class was designed to help our foster parents develop their dog handling skills, help 
the foster dog gain some basic obedience and confidence  and to increase awareness of these wonderful  dogs. All the 
dogs who participated in the class are available for adoption.  They are all foster dogs, living in a foster home, and I want 
to thank the foster parents for opening their home and hearts to them.    Each and every one of these dogs have lots of 

love to give, but needs a very specific home.   
 
  Some of the following dogs have been in our program for several years, just waiting for the perfect home or have medi-
cal needs that require a special family to keep a watchful eye on them.  Here is the list of the “graduates” with a short bio 
on each. 
 
  The foxhound mix who loves everyone he meets, once he warms up, is Heart.  He has been in our program for several 
years and is waiting for a very specific home.  Heart (picture on top left of this page) loves to be outside and is not en-
tirely comfortable inside, unless he is getting lots of attention.  He needs a mostly outdoor fenced home with a large ca-
nine playmate, as that is how he is happiest. 
 

   Nellie, a timid  border collie mix,  was looking for her forever home for several months.   After completing Basic Obedi-
ence, Nellie found her forever home!  
 
   Leah is a cattle dog mix who was found lying on the side of the road. She laid there for days and passersbys thought 
she was dead, until someone saw her move and contacted the local animal control.  We accepted her into our foster pro-
gram so she could get the medical care she needed.    Both her front legs had been shot and required extensive orthope-
dic surgery.  She has now recovered and is happy and playful, even though one of her front legs has been fused at the 
joint.  Leah also gets along with other dogs and cats and loves to play. She is a very quick learner.  
 
   Noah, a large Newfoundland mix, was pulled from a kill shelter (picture on top right of this page).  He had an injured 

hip, and was going to be euthanized, but was brought into our program so that he also could receive the medical atten-
tion he needed.  He is now a big lovable boy and his hip is getting stronger.  Noah needs a home with lots of space, as 
he is a big boy.  He also needs plenty of activity to keep his hip strong and would love to have a canine playmate.  
 
   And then there is Callie. Poor Callie.  Callie has so much love to give.  She was the victim of a  neglect case 2 years ago, 
and has been in our program since then.  Callie was left behind in a mobile home locked  in a  crate for weeks in horrible 
conditions.   She is herder mix - timid, but loving. She requires an experienced owner, as she is very anxious, understanda-
bly so after being abandoned and neglected for months.  She started to blossom at her SuperDog class, gaining confi-
dence and enjoying learning.  Now all she needs is someone she can trust so she can go to more classes and have the 
life she deserves.
